Raises Funds

During an Ethical Electronics Recycling EventTM, we collect $1 per pound in ethical recycling fees from everyone who brings in their e-waste for disposal. (Typically, organizations and schools collect between ten and twenty-five pounds of e-waste per donor, member or student.)

We also collect $10 from every attendee who purchases a ToxtagTM --a product that neutralizes the toxic and carbon footprints of an active cell phone, mobile device, or iPod--$2 from everyone who wishes to zero the carbon footprint of an inactive cell phone or mobile device, and $35 dollars from everyone who wants to balance the carbon footprint of a used desktop or laptop computer.

Your organization receives $0.15 for every pound of e-waste collected--after the first 1,500 pounds--and 25% of all Toxtag and Carbon Offset sales.
